« Completed by August 1, 2011

may be unlicensed

Your delivery facility
may change its licence

Your rights and protections
may change

When aren 't you protected?

At unlicensed facilities
After 90 days
Not always 100%

Your best security: get paid right away

Comprehensive shrinkage

Currently
< Grain dealers and process elevators can deduct
for shrinkage

« Primary and terminal elevators cannot deduct for
shrinkage

« Producers perceived inconsistencies




Comprehensive shrinkage

Proposed

« Process and transfer elevators to no longer
deduct for comprehensive shrinkage

Moisture shrinkage

What's changing?
¢ 1.1% rebound factor eliminated

« Reference to a moisture level of 0.1% replaces
rebound factor

What's continuing?
« Companies deduct for moisture shrinkage
¢ CGC regulates moisture shrinkage allowances
